In addition to lectures and seminars led by the course Di-
rectors Rebecca Sweetman (Director of the BSA), and Tulsi Parikh (A.G. Leventis
Fellow in Hellenic Studies), participants will meet with writers, journalists and
museum professionals, podcaster & graphic artists to discuss their process in com-
municating archaeology.

The fee is £625, and the course limited to 12 places. A number of BSA-
administered full and partial bursaries are available for students, which will be as-
signed on the basis of merit and need.
